Dear Parents and Carers,

| hope this message finds you well.

As you are aware, the school day now begins with registration at 8:45am_ This means that
any child not in class by B.45am is marked as late. Since the introduction of this new start
time, we have seen a noliceable increase in late arrivals, despite opening the doors at
8.35am to ensure that all pupils have the opportunity to be in school on time. We understand
that adjusting to new routines can take time, which is why we have allowed a period of
flexibility over the summer term for families to make the necessary changes. However, as
punctuality is crucial to a successful start to the school day and to minimise disruption to
learning, we need to ensure that from the start of next term this routine is in place.

From September, all children arriving after 8:45am will need to be signed in by a
parent or carer at the main entrance.

Late arrivals can be very disruptive—naot anly for the child who is arriving late, but also for
the rest of the class. All of our lessons start at 8.45am, meaning that key learning is taking
place from that time. Children who arrive after lessons have begun often miss important
instructions and can feel unsettled or embamrassed walking into an already-started
classroom. Additionally, the interruption can disturb the focus and flow of the dass, affecting
the leaming of others.

We encourage all parents to regularly monitor their child's attendance and punctuality
through the Arbor system, where you can view the number of late marks and absences
recorded. If you need any support with improving attendance, punctuality, or accessing
Arbor, please don't hesitate to contact the school—we are here to help.
